Research Conference, which was organised by the SHSF in collaboration with Helsinki 

University’s Institute of Asian and African Studies and held in Helsinki in 2009. The 

articles cover a wide range of different subjects, researched by the scholars of different 

disciplines, such as performing arts, philosophy, history, linguistics, cultural 

anthropology and literature.
